The conetitution currently authorizes ttre l€gislatue to allow certain
tlpes of gaming in the City of Deadwood: roulette, keno, craps, limited card
g6rnes, and slot machines. Ttris constitutional ,r"'endment authorizeo the
Iegislafirre to also include wagering on sporting errents as a tjpe of gaming
allowed in Deadwood.

Under federal law, any gaming auttrorized by the Legisl,ature to be
offered in Deadwood would also be allowed at on-reservation tribal casinos
upon amen.lrnents to current tribal ganing compacts.
